Videotape evaluation 

What are the specific things I did well?

What are the specific things I could have done better?

-Are there nervous habits I show that may be distracting? (saying “um” frequently, pacing, rocking back and forth, fidgeting with hair or chalk, etc)

-Do I speak to students or facing the screen/ board?

-Is/ are my handwriting/ slides legible?

What kept the students engaged?

When did students get lost or lose interest?

-In an interactive classroom, do I call on everyone equally, or do I favor particular students (more talkative students, males vs. females, etc)?

-During a small group discussion, does everyone have a chance to speak, or are some students left out or un-engaged?

If I could do this session over again, what 3 things would I change?

How would I go about making those changes?
